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Description of Project – Primary Elements

1,200 feet of 12-ft. wide boardwalk 28 feet channelward from 
MHW along the Potomac River with 16-ft. wide observation 
platforms spaced periodically.
Living Shoreline landward and stone revetment channel-ward for 
erosion protection.
1,200 feet of ADA accessible, 8-ft. wide elevated nature boardwalk 
along the wetland fringe and through the forest area from eastern end 
of Riverwalk to existing public parking area.
Ramps and stairs from western end of Boardwalk to existing public 
parking.
Lighting and emergency call system.
Dolphins placed at strategic locations for ice protection.
Possible widening of existing sidewalk along Riverwatch Drive and 
Riverwatch Blvd. from 4 feet to 5 feet minimum to comply with SHA 
and ADA requirements for continuous path from State Route 210.
